Arraiolos: historic centre completely
lit by LEDs


ARRAIOLOS IS THE FIRST LED VILLAGE IN PORTUGAL

When the local authorities of Arraiolos decided to renew the lighting of its historic centre, they opted for LED technology for an efficient, sustainable and intelligent solution. Coupled with a remote management system, the new lighting scheme will generate energy savings of 50%.  

Sustainability, security and comfort were the objectives pursued by the village of Arraiolos when re-lighting its historic centre. Renowned worldwide for its tapestries, the local authorities wanted to preserve the village’s patrimony and improve the quality of life for the inhabitants while taking environmental concerns into consideration. 

In collaboration with ECLIPZ, a lighting design company, the Arraiolos Historical Centre Public Lighting Plan was drawn up. It is the first large scale lighting project based exclusively on LED technology in Portugal and incorporates a remote management system. 

Energy savings

The new plan with LED luminaires will generate energy savings of approximately 50% per luminaire and dramatically reduce maintenance costs. 

The luminaires are also equipped with a remote management system to adapt the lighting levels during the night. Each luminaire is controlled individually from a centralised system and could enable the local authorities to generate additional energy savings of 30%. 

Armando Olivieira from the Muncipality explains “The remote management system will enable us to create energy savings during the night when there are less people using public spaces and will also provide us with more detailed information regarding the consumption of each luminaire.” 

	Rivara - a made-to-measure LED luminaire

Schréder worked closely with the lighting designers Rogério Oliviera and Eduardo Gonçalves to develop the Rivara luminaire for lighting the streets and roads. They highlighted that “it was important that the design of the luminaire made sense and perfectly integrated the landscape. We carefully considered the colour aspect, the uniformity levels and creation of ambiance.” 

The Rivara displays a rectilinear design and is equipped with 36 high-power LEDs which diffuse a warm white light with a high colour rendering index and great visual comfort. It can be mounted on a pole or installed directly on a wall. 

In total, over 400 Rivara luminaires light the village of Arraiolos.
